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RE-DESIGN of Listening Experience (Relatos Sonoros)

	Name of story: Peter, The carpenter


	Age of Students:  8-9 


	Level of English: Elementary


	Introductory activity /
Warm up: Activation of schemata. The teacher shows students a picture of “Peter, the carpenter” and asks about the profession. Attempts at eliciting languages are achieved through guiding questions. What is Peter? What does a carpenter do? Do you know any carpenter?
Then, the teacher shows students different pictures of the tools whose sounds appear in the audio. Teacher teaches the name of the tools: A saw, a pencil, a drill, a hammer, a nail, wood a brush and a welding machine.
In order to practice this vocabulary, the teacher sticks the different flashcards around the classroom or somewhere with space for students to move quickly; then he starts mentioning the tools one by one and students have to run around to the different tools are stuck. E. g: teacher says: “go to the drill!” and students have to find the drill and go running up to there.   





	Activity 1
Teacher introduces a picture of Lucy, Peter’s friend. Audio 1 is played, in which Peter introduces himself; then, audio 2 is played, Lucy’s introduction. Then, students are told that today is Lucy’s birthday and that Peter wants to give Lucy a present. The teacher explains that Peter is doing something for Lucy, he is using all his tools. 
Teacher says: Today is Lucy’s birthday. Peter wants to make a present for Lucy. What present can he give Lucy? Let’s see if we can guess. Listen
· First, Peter draws the object. Can you listen?
(Teacher plays recording  3 and pauses it conveniently)
Peter is drawing. What is he doing? Students have to repeat: he is drawing. 
· Then, He cuts the wood with the saw. He is sawing. Let’s listen.
(Teacher plays recording 3 and pauses it conveniently)
Peter is sawing. What is he doing? Students answer: he is sawing. 
· Now he needs to put the pieces of wood together. He uses a hammer and nails. Can you listen?
(Teacher plays recording 3 and pauses it conveniently)
Peter is hammering. What is he doing? Students answer: he is hammering.
· It’s time to make holes to put everything together. Peter drills and drills.
(Teacher plays recording 3 and pauses it conveniently)
Peter is drilling. What is he doing? Students: he is drilling. 
· Now the present needs some metal on it…so Peter needs to weld different metal pieces. Let’s listen.
(Teacher plays recording 3 and pauses it conveniently)
Peter is welding. What is he doing? Students: he is welding
· Now, Peter paints the present. He uses 3 different colours. What colours does Peter use? (Children say the colours)
(Teacher plays recording 3 up to the end)
Peter is painting. What is he doing? Students: he is painting. 
Finally, the teacher asks students to imagine what Peter built for Lucy. Each student is given a piece of sheet to draw the object they think Peter did for Lucy.





	Activity 2
The teacher will reproduce Audio 3 without pauses. Students have to physically imitate the action of each sound (drawing, hammering, painting, etc.) and then say the name of the action in a loud voice. 
 







Transcript: 
Audio 1: Hello! I’m Peter the carpenter. How are you today?
Audio 2: Hello! I’m Lucy, Peter’s friend. How are you today?
Audio 3: Sounds of the different tools and actions Peter does to build Lucy’s present. 
We can hear: the sound of a pencil and some paper; the sound of a saw cutting wood, the sound of a hammer, the sound of the drill, a welding machine and finally the sound of a brush while painting. 
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
